Passage Two
  Climate, more than any other single factor, determines the distribution of life on Earth. Climatic boundaries established the limits within which organisms can survive. Plants, even more than animals, must be well adapted to climate in order to survive. They cannot move about or take shelter but must be equipped to endure whatever weather conditions are likely to occur. In the harsh conditions of the Tundra, for example, low growing mosses, lichens, and a few flowering plants all hug the ground for shelter from icy winds.

  Animals, despite their ability to move about and find shelter, are just as much influenced by climate as plants are. Creatures such as the camel and the penguins are so highly specialized that they have an extremely limited distribution. Others, such as bears, are sensitive to climatic changes---in this case temperature and salinity ---as land animals. Reef corals can survive only in clear warm seawater. Certain foraminifers are so sensitive to changes in their environment that their presence can be taken as an index of sea temperature. Human beings are among the least specialized of all animals and can live almost anywhere. Their clothes and their homes act as a sort of "miniature climate" that can be taken with them everywhere.

Passage Three

  The cicada exemplifies an insect species which uses a combinatorial communication system. In their cycle, communication is very important, for only through the exchange of sounds do cicadas know where to meet and when to mate. Three different calls are employed for this purpose. Because of their limited sound producing mechanisms, cicadas can make only ticks and buzzes. The only way they can distinguish between congregation and courtship calls is by varying the rate with which they make ticks and buzzes. The congregation call consists of 12 to 40 ticks, delivered rapidly, and followed by a two--second buzz. It is given by males but attracts cicadas of both sexes. Once they are all together, the males use courtship calls. The advanced call, a prolonged series of short buzzes at the same slow rate, is given when female is almost within grasp. The preliminary call almost invariably occurs before the advanced call; although the latter is given without the preliminary call occurring first if a female is suddenly discovered very nearby. During typical courtship, though, the two calls together result in ticking followed by a buzzing ---the same pattern which comprises the congregation call but delivered at a slowed rate. In this way, cicadas show efficient use of their minimal sound producing ability, organizing two sounds delivered at a high rate as one call and the same sounds delivered at a slow rate as two more calls.

    When I was seven, I got work at a golf course near our house. My job was to stand down the fairway and spot the balls as they landed so the golfers could find them. Losing a ball meant you were fired, so I never miss one. Some nights I would lie in bed and dream of making thousands of dollars playing golf and being able to buy a bicycle.

   The more I dreamed, the more I thought, why not? I made my first golf club out of guava limb and a piece of pipe. Then I hammered an empty tin can into the shape of a ball. And finally I dug two small holes in the ground and hit the ball back and forth. I practiced with the same devotion and intensity I learned working in the field – except now I was driving golf balls with club, not oxen with a broomstick.
