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An abstract is a summary of a thesis, which should briefly explain the purpose of the
research, the basic content, methods, innovative achievements, and theoretical and practical
significance, highlighting the innovation of the thesis. Formulas and charts should be avoided,
and references should not be marked. The abstract of a master's thesis is generally around 600
-1000 words.

Keywords are words or terms selected from the thesis to facilitate literature search and
use, which are used to summarize the core content of the whole text. Keywords are listed on a
separate line after the abstract, usually 3 to 5 words, arranged in the order of Pinyin.

For theses written in Chinese, the English abstract should be consistent with the Chinese
abstract. For theses written in other languages, brevity is the principle, and they do not need to
be a literal translation of the Chinese version. The first letter of each English keyword should
be capitalized, and the order should be consistent with the order of the Chinese keywords.
Both English and Pinyin should be in Times New Roman font, and the layout should be the

same as the Chinese abstract. T
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
